CONTRACT AMENDMENTS FOR GROUNDS MAINTENANCE

Mr. Jacob Johnson presented the proposed contract amendments for continued
grounds maintenance services through fiscal year 2025. The proposed amendments
extend the contract terms through June 30, 2025 and apply a 3.9% CPI adjustment to
both of the current contract values. This item was presented to the June 4 Engineering
Committee. The Committee concurred with staffs recommendation and forwarded
the item to the Board for consideration.

On a motion by Director Curatalo and seconded by Director Kenley to
approve contract amendments to Contract No. 324009, Lawnscape Systems Inc. in
the amount of $205,884.08 for a total revised contract of $404,040.08, and Contract
No. 324007, Brightview Services Inc. in the amount of $71,666.06 for a total revised
contract of $140,642.06 and extend terms to June 30, 2025 as submitted. Passed 4-

PURCHASE ORDER FOR WATER TREATMENT CHEMICALS

Mr. Mike Maestas presented the proposed purchase orders. The chemical commodity
market is volatile; therefore staff has determined that solicitation of quarterly price
quotes provides the most value for the District as it allows operations and water
supply strategies to remain flexible and avoids inflation of longer-term contract
pricing. In June 2024 staff requested unit-cost quotes from the regional suppliers.

$147,000 and to Polydyne Inc. in the amount of $126,900 for water treatment
chemicals for Fiscal Year 2025- Quarter | as submitted.

I. Legislative Conference Call

e Beth Olhasso from West Coast Advisors provided a water supply, legislative, and regulatory
update:

o California’s reservoirs are at historic averages except for San Luis Reservoir. San Luis
Reservoir is only at 53% capacity due to environmental restrictions at the State Water
Project Delta pumps.

o General updates on Water Use Efficiency bills and a Low-Income Rete Assistance bill
were provided with no substantial changes.

o There are several bonds being discussed for the November ballot: Climate Resiliency
Bond, Education Bond, and Housing Bond. At the time of this report, the Education
Bond had the best chance of being placed on the ballot.

o The most recent version of the Draft Water Use Efficiency Regulations was released
with no significant changes since the last version. The State Water Resources Control
Board is expected to vote on the regulations in July. While the most recent version
of the regulations is improved from the initial version there are still several changes
that the District and water community are seeking. The changes will most likely have
to be pursued through legislation in the next legislative session.

e Taxpayer Protection and Gov’t. Accountability Act Update:

o On June 20, the California Supreme Court ruled the Taxpayer Protection Act (TPA),
Initiative 1935 ineligible for the November 2024 statewide ballot. Initiative 1935 would
have revised the State Constitution to retroactively invalidate hundreds of local ballot
measures and jeopardized billions of dollars in funding for essential services.
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o The District has been involved in the advocacy effort to educate key stakeholders on
the concerns with and unintended consequences of the measure if enacted. The
initiative proposed to amend the California Constitution to change the rules for how
the State and local governments can impose taxes, fees, and other charges. The
initiative proposed to increase the voting requirement for new taxes and define levies,
charges, and fees as taxes in the California Constitution.

o Staff requested that the committee review the proposed updates to Administrative Policy
No. 2.5, Ticket Distribution. The proposed changes, which were reviewed by legal counsel,
are minor and include updates to administrative language. These changes ensure that we
remain compliant with the FPPC and Section 18944.1 of Title 2 in the California Code of
Regulation.
